K-252a is an alkaloid isolated from Nonomuraea 
longicatena. K-252a is a potent inhibitor of Protein 
kinase A, Protein kinase C, and Protein kinase G.1 It 
acts by competition with the ATP binding site with Ki

values of 18−25 nM.1 K-252a is also a specific inhibitor 
of Trk (Tyrosine kinase) receptors and thus, selectively 
blocks the effect of nerve growth factor (NGF).2-5 At 
lower concentrations, K-252a acts as a neuroprotective 
compound prompting survival of primary neuronal 
cultures.6,7 This alkaloid induces cell cycle arrest and 
apoptosis by inhibiting both Cdc2 and Cdc25c.8  K-252a 
was found to improve psoriasis in a SCID mouse-
human skin model9 and to suppress referred 
mechanical hypersensitivity and neuropeptide 
up-regulation associated with acute pancreatitis.10

The K-252a, Ready Made Solution, is supplied as a 
0.2 µm-filtered 1 mM solution in dimethyl sulfoxide 
(DMSO).
